	 Rescued adults take the route of life skills and vocational training 
whereas the recused children take the route of being in 3 Angels 
Children homes. Our safe haven is not only accessible to women who 
have been trafficked, but also a shelter for those acutely assessed 
cases by the Central Government. Our safe haven fully meets the 
government standard and therefore, partnered with the province 
government. 167 women this year have been graduated and are 
safely rehabilitated back to their community of origin.

So far there are 2420 loanees in 
total out of which 120 new loanees are added during this year. 
There are 700 micro businesses supported by this program



	 The Widows cause Microfinance Project is currently helping 
widows in two different communities of Makwanpur Districts and 
Dhangadi district through microloans. Most of these widows or 
single women belong to one of the marginalized, ethnically and 
economically challenged ethnic group called Chepang. The lack of 
easy access to education, health care and other opportunities have 
made this community vulnerable to trafficking and other domestic 
violence. Some of our children residing in homes are rescued from 
this Community.
